TROPARION Tone 1: When the stone had been sealed by 
the Jews, / while the soldiers were guarding Thy most pure 
Body, / Thou didst rise on the third day, O Savior, / granting 
life to the world. / the Powers of the Heavens therefore cried 
to Thee, O Giver of life: / Glory to Thy Resurrection, O 
Christ. / Glory to Thy kingdom. // Glory to Thy dispensation, 
O Thou who lovest mankind.
  Troparion of the Temple: Meekness, humility and love 
dwelt in thy soul / Diligently didst thou minister unto the 
suffering / O Holy Passion-bearer Princess Elizabeth / With 
faith didst thou also endure suffering and death for Christ / 
With the Martyr Barbara / Together with her pray for all them 
that honor you with love.
